Harrisburg Rotary Club Dental Mission to Dominican Republic Expands Outreach, Purpose and Partners 
The US Peace Corps and Pennsylvania Dental Association Join the Team This Year 
 For more than 20 years, Robert “Bob” Hall, Past District Governor and Rotary Club of 
Harrisburg and member for 39 years, has coordinated a dental mission to City of Sanchez 
and Villiage of LasPascuala in the Dominican Republic. He estimates over the years some 
10,000 children and adults have received dental treatment and education. 
 This year’s mission trip from November 5-12, provided more than 900 procedures, den-
tal hygiene education for more than 400 and a major expansion to include medical services, 
more Rotary Clubs and medical partners.   
 
An Expanded Partner List 

According to Hall, “Delta Dental of Pennsylvania has supported this project which has been incredibly valua-
ble for more than 15 years as we treat growing numbers of patients. Delta Dental has provided more than 
10,000 toothbrushes, which were gratefully received by our patients. It seems hard to conceive of the fact 
that the average family in the Village of LaPascuala, and the City of Sanchez have an income of less than 
$100.00 per month.” 
 Says Dental Dental’s Robert Budd, VP of Eastern Region Sales, “During our 
decade of support to the Rotary Club of Harrisburg’s volunteers, we’re increasingly 
gratified that our financial support, their leadership and hours of dedication serve a 
population so in need of basic dental care.” 
 This year’s project has been enhanced with the addition of the Reading Hospi-
tal's Family Practice Intern Program.  Dr. Bill Lovitt, a physician from Lebanon, Pa. 
led a team of ten Family Practice Interns who provided medical exams prior to den-

tal treatment. 
 Participants from the Temple Dental School included an oral surgeon in addition to eight senior den-
tal students to work this year in three locations.   Temple University dental school has been a project 
partner since 2004.  Dr Stephen Grady of Camp Hill will provide, for the ninth consecutive year, on site 
leadership to both medical teams.   
 According to Hall, “We are excited this year to have both the West Shore and Wellsboro, Pa. Rotary 
Clubs partnering with Harrisburg in support of the project.  Through our expanded partnerships we were 

able to provide the 940 procedures, nearly 200 extractions, more than 53 fil-
ings, almost 280 cleanings and helped educate more than 400 about dental 
care.” 
 Joining the mission was Joe McNally, a Water Resource Engineer and a 
Rotarian from the West Shore Rotary Club who examined the existing, but currently inoperable water 
system in the Village of LaPascuala, in addition he met with the City of Sanchez to discuss long term 
solutions to their existing water systems. 
 “Dr. Nicole Quezada, Wellsboro, Pa. dentist and Secretary of the Pennsylvania Dental Association 
traveled with us to provide dental services and determine the potential for expansion of the annual den-
tal project to include a second mission each year,” adds Hall. 
 
U.S. Peace Corp Plans Educational Initiative 
The U.S. Peace Corp is currently providing five Peace Corp volunteers to manage expanding dental 
education in the region, during and after the completion of this year’s Rotary Club of Harrisburg spon-
sored project. 
 Says Hall, “I’m thrilled that this project has been approved for a Rotary Grant through the support pf 

District 7390 to purchase portable dental equipment. This will allow greater access to small schools and improved access to 
treatment.”  In addition, we shipped three complete dental stations donated by Dr. James Herman who practices dentistry in Har-
risburg.  This equipment was  installed in three additional clinics in the City of Sanchez ser. 
 People in this region cannot afford treatment and do not visit a dentist unless their discomfort prevents them from �‰���Œ�(�}�Œ�u�]�v�P��
their daily functions. 
 
Gratifying Results 
Our efforts and initiatives have been gratifying.  In the 2015 project year, our Rotary Club of Harris-
burg outreach provided services to more the 543 children and 276 adults. Our records indicate that 

we are treating more patients each year, the increase coming primari-
ly from our locations in the schools.  The project’s emphasis on im-
proved dental health with an increased focus on children, through 
education and application of modern sealants, has dramatically re-
duced the need for extractions.  Next year we will be operating out of 
a third site in Samana with the help of the newly formed Rotary Club 
of Santa Barbara, Samana who helped run this year’s clinic with the 
Rotary Club of Sanchez.” 
 Hall’s bottom line, “The families in our service area in the Dominican have learned that good 
health occurs through the implementation of preventative procedures which produce happy and 
healthy children.  This is what Rotary’s Service Above Service is all about.”
